It seemed he never
tired of working for God and there was never a complaint from his lips-only a
willingness to go above and beyond and a true thankfulness for being a
participant in God’s work.



He worked as an Insurance Adjuster for American General Life Insurance
Company in Houston, Texas for 25 years before moving to Florida for a short
time, then on to Carlsbad, New Mexico, where he felt God’s call on his life. He
worked as a vehicle bodyman and painter for 8 years while serving the Lord
and seeking God'’s direction in his life.

He moved to Tallahassee, Florida in 1988 and served as the pastor of a small
congregation from 1999 till 2019. He was faithful to God’s call and for 43
years, served and ministered to many people by helping them find refuge in
God'’s care.

He was diagnosed with Alzheimer’s in 2020 which began the last chapter of
his long, full life.
