But I got the best version of him and those last
couple of days, bloomed a man who had a great new job he was
about to begin the very next day. He stood proud wearing his safety
gear and showed me his safety certificate where he passed his
exams with flying colors. He looked at me and said this was the first
day of the rest of our lives and he hoped I wanted to spend the rest
of mine with him. Less than 6 hours later, he was gone. If Zane
would've wanted any one thing to be his lesson to the living in his
death, it would be this: cherish your loved ones in life, love when it's
hard to love, forgive when it seems impossible to do so, and help
others who need you without the thought of what's in return. 

I will cherish our memories and I'll
never forget all the things you taught me and showed me. You are
at peace now and I look forward to being right there beside you
when it's my time.
